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License Requirement for Minor Work Increases from $500 to $1,000

SACRAMENTO, CA - Starting January 1, 2025, Assembly Bill 2622 (Carrillo, Chapter
240, Statutes of 2024) increases the minor work license exemption from $500 to
$1,000, but there is a catch: the work cannot require a permit, and the unlicensed
person cannot employ anyone for the project.

In other words, if the minor work is subject to a permit requirement of any kind, or if the
unlicensed person hires one or more workers to assist or perform the work, a license is
required — even if the project is less than $1,000.

Before entering into any contract with an unlicensed individual for minor work,
consumers should ensure the individual will not be using any workers and the project
will not require any building permits. If an unlicensed person provides a bid greater than
$1,000, performs work requiring a permit, or employs any workers, that person is
subject to legal action.

Existing advertising restrictions are still in effect; however,

e Unlicensed individuals can now advertise for work up to $1,000 (from $500) provided
they disclose in the advertisement that they are not licensed.

e The minor work exemption rule does not apply to people who advertise they are
licensed or qualified to act as contractors.

El requisito de licencia para trabajos menores
aumenta de $500 a $1,000

SACRAMENTO, CA — Al partir del 1 de enero, 2025, el proyecto de ley de la asamblea
2622 (Carrillo, Chapter 240, Statutes of 2024) aumentara la exencion de licencia para
trabajos menores de $500 a $1,000, pero hay una condicién: el trabajo no puede
requerir un permiso de construccion, y la persona sin licencia no puede emplear a
trabajadores para el proyecto.

Es decir, si el trabajo menor es sujeto a requisitos de permisos de construccién de
cualquier tipo, o si la persona sin licencia contrata a uno o mas trabajadores para asistir
o realizar el trabajo, se requiere una licencia, aun si el proyecto tenga un valor menos
de $1,000.

Antes de comprometerse en cualquier contrato con una persona sin licencia para
trabajos menores, los consumidores deben asegurarse de que la persona no empleara
a ningun trabajador y que el proyecto no requerira ningun permiso de construccion. Si
una persona sin licencia presenta una licitacion con un valor mas de $1,000, realiza
trabajos que requieren un permiso de construccion, o emplea trabajadores, esa
persona esta sujeta a acciones legales.

Las restricciones de publicidad siguen en efecto; sin embargo,

e Personas sin licencias ahora pueden publicitar para trabajos de hasta $1,000 (antes
era $500) con tal que indiquen en el anuncio que no tienen licencia.

e Laregla de exencion para trabajos menores no se aplica a personas que publicitan
que estan licenciadas o calificadas para actuar como contratistas.
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
